We hope that everyone has had a Purr-fect summer! CLAWShas been
so busy taking care of all our 250cats!! We have 150in the shelter and the other
100are in foster homes around the Grand Valley. This is our highest number of
cats we have ever had, and unfortunately, donations have decreased steadily,
while our expenses have sharply increased. We are in great need of homes for
the cats and donations of cat litter (clumping/non-clumping), canned cat food,
new cat beds, scratching posts, cat trees and cleaning supplies. Caroline and Wes,
a couple of our wonderful volunteers/foster patents, have provided us with 75+
bags of dry cat food!! This is such a huge help! Thank you Wes and Caroline!!
Your donation is greatly appreciated!! Remember, all donations are tax-
deductable, we can provide a receipt for your records.

This has been a very hard year for the cats. As of July 27, 2010, Mesa
County Animal Services had reported 1468 cats relinquished since the beginning
of the year. Their total for the entire year of 2009 was 1240! So, there is a consid-
erable increase in the number of relinquishments this year.

Grand Rivers Humaneand CLAWSwork hard to rescue as many cats
from Mesa County Animal Services as we all can, but both of our organizations
need adoptions to increase to open up some room to take more cats in.
